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Welcome, and thank you for visiting your Career Counselor Information Center.  As the OPNAV Command Career Counselor I am concerned about you and your career.  There are many reasons to stay in the Navy, with Tuition Assistance (TA) being one.  Did you know the Navy covers 75% of tuition costs for courses leading to a degree or accredited technical training?  Even if your plans do not include a Naval Career, a degree or certificate can mean higher salary and will definitely make you more marketable.  If you do plan on separating, and you are within six month to one year of separation, I urge you to get scheduled for the Transition Assistance Program (TAP).  This is a mandatory, federally legislated program that assists you with our transition to civilian life!  Contact your LCPO/LPO or myself and we will get you scheduled.

As for education, your local Navy College Office (Navy Campus) can provide you with names of accredited schools.  The Navy College Office also provides the Navy College Learning Center (Functional Skills) program, SAT and ACT exams, SOCNAV and DANTES.

SOCNAV is a consortium of more than 1200 college and universities that take into account the mobile lifestyle of military members.  Through written agreements, SOCNAV participants ease the transfer of college credits and relax residency requirements.

DANTES has a comprehensive list of independent study courses.

If you have decided to make the navy a career, or you simply wants stay around for a few more years and see what happens, congratulations!  Begin now to plan your career.  There are many avenues you can take, for example you can apply for a “C” school, or an officer program.  You can attend college on your off-duty hours, or volunteer for civic activities.  Some other ways to enhance your career is by completing Navy correspondence courses, take on more responsibilities at your job, or take the initiative to make improvements to your command.

Do you need assistance with your finances or want to learn better coping skills?  The Family Service Center offers numerous seminars including financial investments, budgetary counseling, stress management, and communication workshops.
