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DIRECTOR OF TEST & EVALUATION AND TECHNOLOGY REQUIREMENTS

N091

Mission:  To carry out the responsibilities of CNO to establish and issue policy and procedures for the conduct of test and evaluation (T&E); to establish requirements and prioritize and program resources in science and technology (S&T) and manufacturing technology (MANTECH); to program resources for selected Research and Develop​ment, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) field activities and other RDT&E programs as assigned.

Functions:

1.  N091 is an additional duty assignment for the Chief of Naval Research (CNR).

2.  Serves as the principal interface between CNO and ASN(RD&A) on S&T, MANTECH, and T&E.  Manages the T&E Master Plan (TEMP) process for CNO and ASN(RD&A).

3.  Acts for CNO in resolving T&E requirements issues.

4.  Manages CNO operational T&E process, including:


a.  Establishing and issuing policy and procedures regarding the conduct of operational T&E.


b.  Coordinating preparation of T&E documentation.


c.  Coordinating scheduling of fleet services.


d.  Providing principal liaison with COMOPTEVFOR on operational T&E requirements and execution.

5.  Serves as Resource and Program Sponsor for Navy S&T (6.1, 6.2, 6.3) and MANTECH investments and requirements.  In this capacity:


a.  Appraises S&T and MANTECH progress and opportunities for the CNO.


b.  Coordinates and promulgates for the CNO S&T and MANTECH needs priorities based on desired future Navy capabilities.


c.
Represents CNO with other services and defense agencies regarding cooperative efforts satisfying Navy S&T and MANTECH needs.


d.  Assists with any programming actions that may be required for S&T and MANTECH and for manpower affiliated with RDT&E activities.

6.  Serves as Resource Sponsor for Major Range Test Facility Base (MRTFB) funding and T&E ranges, T&E targets and simulators, RDT&E ship and aircraft support, and COMOPTEVFOR.  Establishes procedures, regulations, and policies to govern these areas.

7.  Serves as CNO's RDT&E, Navy (RDT&E,N) Appropriation Sponsor.

8.  Serves as the T&E principal staff officer for the Navy; represents CNO on Joint T&E Board of Directors Executive Secretariat.

9.  Coordinates CNO input to responses to congressional inquiries regarding S&T, T&E and MANTECH.

10.  Represents CNO for S&T, T&E and MANTECH discussions with industry, universities, and other external organizations.

11.  Serves as OPNAV Command Assist Official (CAO) for COMOPTEVFOR.

12.  Participates in Navy warfare appraisals, long-range planning efforts, and develop​ment of warfare master plans in order to gain perspective on future Navy roles and missions, desired hardware capabilities, and implied research and development needs.

13.  Serves as approval authority for prioritization of Navy experiments considered for Space Test Program (STP).

14.  Serves as the T&E functional Area Manager (FAM) for Modeling and Simulation.
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ASSISTANT FOR PROGRAMMING AND BUDGETING

N091M

Mission:  To act as the principal financial advisor to N091; and to support and implement N091's role as appropriation sponsor of the RDT&E,N appropriation, and specifically N091's programming role for S&T, T&E, MANTECH, and other RDT&E,N programs.

Functions:

1.  Assists N091, as the RDT&E,N Appropriation Sponsor, with RDT&E,N reprogramming actions; and monitors, coordinates, influences, and advises OPNAV concerning RDT&E,N resources during the PPBS process, such as development of the RDT&E,N portion of the DON Program Objective Memorandum (POM); and provides appropriate guidance, proposals, assessments, and supporting documentation.

2.  Assists N091 in programming for S&T, MANTECH, T&E, and other RDT&E,N programs, with program development, budget formulation, and execution reviews. Serve as primary liaison between Office of Naval Research (ONR) (as DON responsible office for RDT&E,N and as administering office for S&T, MANTECH, and other RDT&E,N programs) and N091.

3.  Coordinates with ONR on the development and submission of Budget Item Justification Sheets (R-2s) for the RDT&E,N appropriation.

4.  Reviews and submits appeals to adverse review actions of congressional committees for S&T, T&E and MANTECH.

5.  Serves as Resource Sponsor, supporting the N091 divisions, for all military and civilian billet programming and budgeting issues within the N091 Resource Base.

6.  Administers N091 office service requests, training, and travel funds.
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SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY DIVISION

N911

Mission:  To execute the responsibilities of N091 in development of Navy S&T and MANTECH needs, priorities and requirements; to execute the responsibilities of N091 as Resource Sponsor of Navy S&T, related R&D and MANTECH programs; to assess efforts of the Navy, other services, defense agencies, academia, and industry to ensure the appropriate direction and compatibility of Navy S&T and MANTECH; and to support N091 in his/her responsibilities related to justification of the Naval S&T Program to DOD and Congress.

Functions:

1.  Serves with the ONR Executive and Technical Director as staff to N091 and CNR, respectively, for coordination of activities of the DON Corporate Board.  Serves as Executive Secretary of OPNAV S&T Requirements Committee.

2.  Maintains continuing liaison with the CNR, who is the DON official charged with overall planning, management and execution oversight of the DON S&T and MANTECH programs.

3.  Serves as a member of the DON MANTECH Executive Steering Committee; the ASN (RD&A) Strategic Planning Technology Innovation Group; the Acquisition Order of Excellence Board of Directors; and other committees and advisory groups as assigned.

4.  Executes the responsibilities of N091 in development and determination of integrated priorities for S&T and MANTECH needs for N091 based on derived future Navy capabilities and requirements.  (N911C)

5.  Coordinates OPNAV's role in inserting technology initiatives into Navy and Marine Corps war gaming and doctrine developments/simulations.  As such, serves as OPNAV point of contact with the Naval War College, Navy Warfare Development Command and Maritime Battle Center and Marine Corps Combat Development Command and Marine Corps Warfighting Lab on technology aspects of war gaming and as N091 point of contact with the Strategic Studies Group.  Develops S&T-related war games or war game S&T cells as necessary to investigate technological advances and their impacts on Naval operations and tactics.  (N911C)

6.  Compiles Navy S&T prioritized capability needs for use by ONR in establishing and planning the DON S&T Program.  (N911C)

7.  Participates in development of warfare appraisals, Navy warfare master plans, and major planning and requirements studies.  (N911C, N911T)

8.  Conducts independent investigations as assigned.  (N911C, N911T)

9.  Assists N091 in programming for the Navy S&T accounts (6.1, 6.2, and 6.3) and MANTECH programs, and acts as principal advisor for S&T and MANTECH POM program development and budget preparation.  (N911D)

10.  Executes the responsibilities of N091 in management of the process for POM investment planning and transition of technology into acquisition.  Balances S&T and MANTECH prioritized needs and opportunities against the constraints of programmed funding; establishes programming priorities; and coordinates technology transition planning with other OPNAV Resource Sponsors.  (N911D)

11.  Serves as OPNAV point of contact, and coordinates with ONR, in Congressional justification of S&T, MANTECH, and related R&D programs.  Assists in development of, reviews and provides comment on Congressional testimony for CNO.  (N911L)

12.  Maintains liaison, in coordination with ONR, with the Marine Corps in development of their R&D plans and programs.  Likewise, maintains liaison with other services and defense agencies regarding S&T, MANTECH and related R&D programming.  (N911M)

13.  Acts as liaison between N911 and Naval Science Advisor Program (NSAP) office to ensure continuous communications between the technology resource sponsors and the technology customers (Navy and Marine Corps operating forces).  Provides a bridge for the identification of technology issues documents for input into the longer term S&T requirements process.  (This position is ADDU from the staff of ONR.)  (N911N)

14.  Assesses S&T and MANTECH progress and opportunities relative to Navy current and projected operational needs.  (N911T)
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TEST AND EVALUATION DIVISION

N912

Mission:  To execute N091'S responsibilities for Navy T&E policy, requirements, procedures, coordination, and program oversight.

Functions:

1.  Establishes and enforces Navy T&E policy, particularly concerning operational T&E and live fire T&E, as outlined in applicable DOD directives and SECNAV instructions.

2.  Represents the CNO in all matters regarding T&E, particularly for operational T&E and live fire T&E.

3.  Represents the CNO's T&E interests at all acquisition decision and review meetings and boards.

4.  Supports N091 through participation as the representative for N091 on all Navy and defense boards and committees that have a T&E focus.

5.  Serves as the OPNAV coordinator for all COMOPTEVFOR activities with respect to the CNO and manages the funding for COMOPTEVFOR.  Serves as the OPNAV Command Assist Official (CAO) for COMOPTEVFOR.

6.  Chairs the T&E Coordinating Group when convened as specified in applicable SECNAV instructions.

7.  Supports N091 as a member of the Defense Operational T&E (OT&E) Council.  (N912C)

8.  Reviews acquisition documents and processes, including Mission Needs Statement (MNS); Analysis of Alternatives (AOA); Operational Requirement Document (ORD); Test and Evaluation Master Plan (TEMP); and Acquisition Program Baseline Assessment (APBA), in particular, to ensure proper linkages between them exist to foster adequate and proper T&E.  (N912C, N912D, N912E)

9.  Oversees the TEMP development and approval process.  (N912C, N912D, N912E)

10.  Manages other documentation as necessary to ensure T&E policy and procedures are fully considered.  (N912D)

11.  Coordinates Navy participation in Joint Test and Evaluation projects and all forms of joint war fighting experimentation projects that affect T&E.  (N912D)

12.  Participates in prioritizing Navy experiments considered for the Space Test Program (STP).  (N912D)

13.  Assigns T&E Identification Numbers (TEINs) for Navy acquisition programs and non-acquisition projects, and those joint or multi-service programs that include Navy participation.  (N912F)

14.  Coordinates and establishes CNO priorities for assignment of fleet services for all T&E.  (N912F)

15.  Serves as the Functional Area Manager (FAM) for Navy modeling and simulation in support of T&E. (N912V)
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TEST AND EVALUATION RESOURCES AND INFRASTRUCTURE DIVISION

N913

Mission:  To execute N091's responsibilities for Navy T&E oversight and management of resources and infrastructure, including the MRTFB, T&E target programs, T&E threat simulators, electronic warfare test facilities, RDT&E aircraft and ship support, and associated support manpower.

Functions:

1.  Supports N091 through participation as the representative for N091 on all Navy and defense boards and committees that involve T&E resources or infrastructure policy, planning, and programming.

2.  Supports N091 and the VCNO in all matters concerning the DOD-wide T&E Board of Directors (BOD), the BOD Executive Secretariat, and the Board of Operating Directors or their successor organizations.

3.  Manages programming for the MRTFB.  (N913C)

4.  Serves as the Navy representative for the Central T&E Investment Program (CTEIP).  (N913C)

5.  Manages the RDT&E ship and aircraft support funding program.  (N913C)

6.  Supports N091 in the management of T&E manpower programming.  (N913D)

7.  Manages the Navy's T&E target development programs.  Establishes and enforces T&E target validation policy.  (N913E)

8.  Manages the Navy's Electronic Warfare T&E facilities and simulators programming.  (N913E)
