Mission:  To advise and assist the CNO in the conduct of U.S. 

Navy service internal information and community relations pro​grams; to implement CNO responsibility for SECNAV public affairs policy and directives; and to issue guidance on the implementa​tion of public affairs programs to subordinate commanders.

In this context, public affairs and information includes non-operational radio and television broadcasting, public affairs publications, periodicals and Civilian Enterprise publishing pro​grams and visual information program.

Functions:

1.  N09C is the dual hat for Chief of Information (CHINFO) who is solely responsible for the conduct of public affairs responsibilities within the Department of the Navy (DON) per SECNAVINST 5430.97.  N09C is assisted by the Deputy Chief of Information who is dual hatted as the Deputy Special Assistant for Public Affairs Support (N09CB) and the Commanding Officer, Naval Media Center who is dual hatted as the Assistant for Naval Media (N09Cl).

2.  Implements SECNAV public affairs programs, internal informa​tion and community relations programs to CNO Echelon 2 commands.

3.  Advises CNO on policies and methods related to public affairs aspects of naval operations.

4.  Serves as CNO liaison, internal to Navy, in all matters relating to naval public affairs programs, internal information and community relations programs.

5.  Advises CNO on matters of policy involving public understand​ing and support of Navy.  Ensures the public is informed on Navy roles as an instrument of national security.

6.  Serves as the point of contact on the OPNAV staff for media and public inquiries.

7.  Coordinates Marine Corps public affairs programs, internal information and community relations programs.

8.  Represents CNO in liaison with other Military Departments, federal government agencies, and civilian broadcasting industry in all matters relating to naval public affairs programs, internal information and community relations programs.

9.  Advises CNO in oversight of the Navy Operated Armed Forces Radio and Television (AFRTS) outlets and production of internal information programming.

10.  Advises CNO in dissemination through naval non-operational radio and television broadcasting channels; naval public affairs publications, periodicals and Civilian Enterprise publishing outlets of authoritative and timely information being considered or implemented for strengthening national defense, improving Navy life, promoting morale and 'esprit de corps', and assisting in retaining quality personnel.

11.  Advises CNO on Navy's Shipboard Information Training and Entertainment (SITE) Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) project.

12.  Supports CNO and OPNAV offices by providing graphics serv​ices.

13.  Assists CNO by disseminating information and guidance on Naval Imaging matters, including combat and operational documen​tation and audiovisual production to support Navy operations and training.

14.  Advises CNO on use of enlisted ratings utilized in naval imaging functions.

15.  Advises CNO on visual information support for war planning, contingency planning and exercises.  Monitors mobilization plans for visual information capabilities and resources.

16.  Presents CNO views to various Defense boards, panels, committees and groups.
