Admin Updates

Military ID Card Application Forms – A recent situation with an attaché attempting to get ID cards for his children revealed a weakness in our directions to you on completing the ID Card form.  Even though the instructions in the Foreign Attaché Guide state that ID cards are only required for children over 10 years of age, some medical facilities (Bethesda specifically) do make an ID card for younger children in order to verify their identity when providing medical care.  Therefore, when you complete the ID Card Application (DD1172), please list all your children even if they are under the age of 10.  Otherwise, you will run into problems when you attempt to get them registered for medical care.

N2L Web Site – We are in the process of updating our N2L Web site and adding both key N2L- originated documents and products and hyperlinks to key high-interest web sites (official Navy site, Defenselink, Department of Navy Forms, etc.)   This Friday we will begin posting this newsletter to the web site, but will continue faxing it as well.  In the future, we will make our Attaché Guide available on the site.  We are updating it now and I would prefer to put the updated version on the web site rather than the old one.  We should be ready to post about the middle of September once Navy IPO, N52, ourselves (N2L), and the USMC FLO finish our changes.   Our web site address is:
