1. Purpose. To set forth the policy and guidance for the
 inactivation, storage, and disposal of ships and service craft of the United States Navy and the administration of those assets following inactivation. This instruction has been substantially revised and should be reviewed in its entirety. 

2. Cancellation. OPNAVINST 4770.5F of 29 May 1991.
3. Definitions. See enclosure (1).

4. Policy Statement. The Secretary of the Navy (SECNAV) requires all inactive vessels be maintained consistent with their inactive status, available funds, and current laws and regulations. When Navy vessels are determined to be unfit or excess to Navy requirements, they will be stricken from the Naval Vessel Register (NVR) and disposed of in accordance with existing law and in a manner most advantageous to the government. 

5. Scope
a. This instruction applies to all conventionally powered and non-self propelled vessels of the United States Navy which are listed in the NVR. Throughout this instruction, the term “vessel” includes all ships and craft. Additional guidance specific to service craft can be found in reference (a).

b. Inactivation, retention, and ultimate disposal of nuclear-powered ships and submarines will be as directed by the Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) in coordination with the Commander, Naval Sea Systems Command (COMNAVSEASYSCOM) and as approved by SECNAV. Inactivation and defueling of a nuclear-powered ship or submarine is tantamount to striking it for the purposes of removing critical program equipment and equipment no longer supported by the manufacturer. Nuclear-powered ships and submarines shall be stricken from the NVR concurrent with decommissioning. 

(1) Nuclear-powered ships and submarines, ships and service craft with nuclear support spaces, and nuclear engineering and nuclear support facilities will be guided by instruction implemented by COMNAVSEASYSCOM. This instruction does not supersede or change responsibilities and authorities outlined in Executive Order 12344. Additionally, the Navy’s Director, Naval Nuclear Propulsion (SEA 08) will be consulted concerning all matters related to Naval Nuclear Propulsion. 

(2) Following retirement, such ships and submarines will be retained in waterborne storage at Puget Sound Naval Shipyard, Bremerton, WA, until final disposal. Some nuclear-powered ships may be placed in interim storage at other facilities while awaiting towing or to meet other COMNAVSEASYSCOM requirements. Service craft with nuclear support facilities will be maintained in storage at the shipyard having custody until final disposition. 

c. Implementation of the policy and guidance provided herein is the responsibility of COMNAVSEASYSCOM. 

d. No funds budgeted for ship inactivations or maintenance support are authorized for decommissioning ceremonies.

6. Discussion
a. Decision Process

(1) The CNO Platform Sponsors assess decommissioning schedules, budget estimates, shipbuilding programs, ship repair programs, and base force requirements to determine ship retention and disposal requirements.

(2) The Ship Disposition Review (SDR)

(a) The SDR is an annual review by CNO (N43) of the existing NAVSEA Inactive Ship Management Office (NISMO) inventory and ships’ material condition. The SDR projects the number and types of active ships to be transferred to NISMO and their respective disposition categories. The official list of planned ship decommissionings is the Ships and Aircraft Supplemental Data Tables (SASDT), published by CNO (N804). The SDR is chaired by CNO (N43) with participation from each of the CNO Platform Sponsors, COMNAVSEASYSCOM, Military Sealift Command (MSC), Navy International Programs Office (IPO), Maritime Administration (MARAD), and other activities. 

(b) Enclosure (2) provides a Ship Disposition Decision Matrix to illustrate the ship disposal process. Reference (a) provides disposition information for craft.

(c) For ships that are designated as excess, the SDR evaluates requests for: 

1 .  Ship sale or lease to allied navies under the Arms Export Control Act.

2 .  Ship transfers to MARAD and other governmental agencies, as required by the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949.

3 .  Ship donations as museums or memorials to qualified nonprofit organizations in accordance with Title 10, United States Code (USC) 7306.

4 .  Use by the Navy for experimental or target use.

(d) Ships not required for the above purposes are authorized for dismantling.

(3) Inactivation Decision for Service Craft. The custodian shall report excess service craft to COMNAVSEASYSCOM In accordance with reference (a).

b. Inspections and Surveys

(1) The requirement for Board of Inspection and Survey (INSURV) inspections for decommissioning ships is based upon the ship’s potential recall to active service. The requirement for service craft inspections is issued by reference (a).

(2) INSURV will conduct a Survey on ships that are designated for retention within the 12-month period preceding the planned inactivation unless waived by CNO (N43). A Material Inspection (MI) conducted by INSURV within the 12-month period preceding inactivation will fulfill the requirement of the survey.

(3) Ships that are designated for disposal will not require a survey and will not normally be scheduled for MI within 12 months of decommissioning. 

(4) Material inspections of ships to be disposed of by Foreign Military Sale (FMS) or grant will only occur if requested and funded by the purchasing country or other government agency before the inactivation date.

(5) Vessels designated for reassignment to the Military Sealift Command will not normally require a Survey unless specifically requested by the receiving agency and agreed upon by CNO.
(6) Material inspections of inactive ships under the responsibility of COMNAVSEASYSCOM are performed on an as-needed basis.

c. Disposition Categories. The disposition categories mentioned in this section are applicable to both ships and service craft. When service craft are placed out of service, their custodians maintain responsibility for them until their final disposition has been reached.

(1) Retention Asset

(a) Retain for future mobilization.

(b) Provide to a foreign government as a Foreign Military Lease (FML) asset. 

(2) Transfer to MARAD in accordance with 40 U.S. Code §484.

(3) Use the vessel as a target in a Sinking Exercise (SINKEX) or Target Exercise (TARGETEX).

(a) Requests for target vessel use must be submitted to CNO (N43) by letter, with a copy to COMNAVSEASYSCOM, defining the requirement, schedule, and the specific vessel(s) to be used. The claimant also must request guidance from CNO (N43) during the planning process.

(b) All costs and requirements associated with the storage, breakout, environmental remediation, and preparations of a vessel that is designated for use as a target are the responsibility of COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(c) Vessels that were originally procured and constructed for use as targets are excluded from the above requirements.

(d) The claimant must identify the planned location of the exercise (latitude, longitude and water depth) and for sinkings must report the vessel’s actual final location to CNO (N43) with copy to COMNAVSEASYSCOM in accordance with reference (c).

(4) Disposal. In accordance with Title 10 U.S. Code, the following disposal options apply, not necessarily in this order:

(a) Foreign Military Sale (FMS). Reference (b) is the governing instruction for transfer of former U.S. Naval vessels to foreign governments.

1 .  Vessels identified for FMS transfer at the SDR will be placed in FMS hold status for a period up to 2 years. If after 2 years no viable interest exists, other disposal methods will be considered.

2 .  For ships held for FMS, berthing costs after the first year are borne by CNO (N4). Once a Letter of Offer and Acceptance (LOA) has been accepted and countersigned and an FMS case has been implemented, costs accrue to the FMS case. 

(b) Transfer to other government agencies

1 .  SECNAV or the designated representative approves and authorizes transfer of ships to any state, local, or federal agency. 

2 .  Craft transfers are accomplished in accordance with reference (a). General Services Administration (GSA) accomplishes sale of service craft for reuse.

(c) Donation

1 .  The transfer of vessels to qualified nonprofit organizations is in accordance with Title 10 U.S. Code. The primary purpose for donations is to provide vessels to serve as static displays, memorials and museums that showcase and preserve naval history and tradition.

2 .  Vessels identified for donation will be placed in donation hold status for a period up to 2 years. If after 2 years no viable interest exists, other disposal methods will be considered. 

3 .  Vessels which have been placed in donation hold status shall have their availability advertised by COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(d) Utilization as Experimental Vessels (including vessels to be used in SINKEX and TARGETEX).

1 .  Requests for experimental vessel use must be submitted to CNO (N43) by letter, with copy to COMNAVSEASYSCOM, defining the requirement, schedule, and the specific vessel(s) to be used. 

2 .  All costs and requirements associated with the storage, breakout, environmental remediation, and preparations of a vessel that is designated for use as a target or experimental platform are the responsibility of COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

3 .  Any claimant considering the conduct of an experiment that has the reasonable potential for sinking a vessel, must request guidance from CNO (N43) during the planning process. The claimant must also identify the planned location of the experiment (latitude, longitude, and water depth). In the event a vessel is sunk, whether intentionally or accidentally, the claimant must report the actual final location to CNO (N43) with copy to COMNAVSEASYSCOM. 

(e) Dismantling, also referred to as scrapping, is the disassembly of a vessel. 

(f) A Logistics Support Asset (LSA) is an inactive vessel retained for use as a parts source while awaiting final disposal.

d. Inactivation and Storage Requirements

(1) This instruction will follow established Navy guidance regarding environmental protection provided in reference (c). Inactivation, storage, maintenance, and preparation for disposal of Navy vessels, must comply with applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations for the protection of natural, cultural, and historic resources and minimize pollution and hazardous waste generation. 

(2) Military Sealift Command is responsible for establishing the inactivation requirements for ships in its custody.  Once an MSC vessel has been inactivated, custody is transferred to MARAD or NAVSEA for disposal as appropriate.
(3) There are three methods of inactivation for ships. COMNAVSEASYSCOM is responsible for establishing the maintenance procedures to meet these requirements.

(a) Safe Stowage Inactivation is the inactivation of a ship in which the material condition must stay above minimum levels such that environmental compliance and safety of storage shall not be jeopardized. Safe Stowage Inactivation is performed on vessels that are to be removed from the Navy inventory and therefore is intended to accomplish that work required to make the vessel safe for storage. 

(b) Standard Inactivation is the inactivation of a ship in which the equipment are preserved in order to prevent long-term degradation and to maintain its condition at decommissioning. This method is normally accomplished on vessels designated for retention. All C‑3/C-4 Casualty Reports (CASREPs) require correction before decommissioning unless the CNO Platform Sponsor waives this requirement. 

(c) Full Inactivation is a standard inactivation which includes pre-inactivation ship overhaul and drydocking.

(4) Inactivation and storage requirements shall include the inactivation and maintenance procedures appropriate to the respective NAVSEA or MARAD storage site.
(5) Modernization. A Platform Sponsor may elect to have an alteration or improvement installed on a retention asset, and is responsible for the funding. For FMS ships the recipient country is responsible for funding all alterations and improvements. Ships not designated for retention will not have any alterations or improvements accomplished.

e. Equipment Cannibalization and Removals

(1) Cannibalization

(a) Reference (d) provides cannibalization request guidance. Requests for cannibalization will be managed by Naval Inventory Control Point (NAVICP) in accordance with Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) P-485. 

(b) Cannibalization requests from NAVICP to COMNAVSEASYSCOM will be supported to the maximum extent possible from vessels where payback is not required. Paybacks are required for components removed from retention, donation, and FMS-designated assets. For cannibalizations from donation hold vessels, a cosmetic carcass may be substituted in lieu of a payback in kind. If a payback is necessary, replacement is required within 6 months unless waived by CNO. COMNAVSEASYSCOM will specify the payback requirements when responding to cannibalization requests.

(2) Equipment Removals

(a) The priority for ship equipment removals will be established by COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(b) During a ship’s decommissioning standdown, any equipment removal must be authorized by the CNO Platform Sponsor in coordination with COMNAVSEASYSCOM (PEO EXW), and the Inventory Manager (IM) in accordance with reference (d). See the Equipment Removal During Decommissioning Standdown matrix found in enclosure (3).

(c) During inactive ship storage, all equipment removals are managed by COMNAVSEASYSCOM. Equipment removals may require a payback asset. 

(d) During disposal preparation, all equipment not affecting safe or personnel safety is available for removal. All equipment removals are managed by COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

7. Responsibilities
a. CNO (N43)

(1) Chair the SDR process.

(2) Assign disposition categories for all vessels scheduled for inactivation and approve changes to those already in the Inactive Fleet inventory.

(3) Act as Resource Sponsor for the Inactive Fleet. 

(4) Initiate action for striking vessels from the NVR and make appropriate notifications. 

(5) Coordinate actions to effect custody transfer of ships to other government agencies. 

(6) Provide inactivation and disposal policy and guidance.

(7) Review fleet requests for use of a vessel in a SINKEX or TARGETEX and provide CNO approval.

(8) Initiate action to transfer vessels to MARAD.

b. CNO Platform Sponsors (N42, N75, N76, N77, N78, and N096)

(1) Provide CNO (N43) with the Future Years Defense Plan’s (FYDP) decommissioning schedule, define mobilization requirements, and support the SDR. 

(2) For nuclear vessels, conduct the inactivation advance planning. 

(3) Budget and program funds for ship inactivations and the first-year of inactive ship maintenance costs, providing funding to COMNAVSEASYSCOM for execution.

(4) Authorize removal of equipment from retention assets where payback replacement exceeds 6 months. 

(5) Coordinate with COMNAVSEASYSCOM and MSC Ship Program Managers (SPMs) and Life Cycle Managers (LCMs) modernization planning and execution requirements to mobilization assets.

c. CNO (N3/N5)

(1) Provide CNO (N43) with FMS and FML requirement projections, status of FML ships, and support the SDR.

(2) Coordinate FMS and FML ship transfer requirements, including required material and equipment removals (non-transferable technology items), with CNO Platform Sponsors, CNO (N43), and COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(3) Coordinate case funding with COMNAVSEASYSCOM for execution of FMS and FML requirements, i.e., hot ship transfer support, Inactive Equipment Maintenance (IEM), vessel storage, and preservation requirements.

(4) Advise CNO (N43) of pending FML expirations and the assets’ planned disposition.

d. The Navy Curator (CNO (N09H))

(1) Collect, preserve, and exhibit naval relics, trophies, paintings, and other memorabilia of historical significance.

(2) Coordinate the removal of designated items as described in enclosure (4).

(3) Determine a vessel’s eligibility for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. The vessel custodian is responsible for final command submission and coordination of historical records disposition with the Navy Curator.

e. INSURV

(1) Conduct a survey within 12 months prior to the planned inactivation date unless waived by CNO (N43).

(2) Conduct a MI on ships designated for FMS or grant if requested and funded by the purchasing country or other government agency.

(3) Conduct MI on inactive ships as needed.

f. COMNAVSEASYSCOM

(1) Provide maintenance and safe storage of assigned inactive vessel inventory
.

(2) Plan and manage vessel inactivations. 

(3) Accept decommissioned ships into the NISMO inventory.

(4) Prepare inactive ships for final disposion.

(5) Manage the disposal of service craft.

(6) Manage the Navy’s Ship Donation Program.

(7) Assist Navy IPO with the FMS program.

(8) Authorize removal of equipment from FMS and donation hold assets and coordinate the requests for removal of equipment from retention assets where payback is greater than 6 months. 

(9) Receive ship and craft inactivation funds from CNO Platform Sponsors (N42, N75, N76, N77, N78, and N096) and craft user commands and activities, and coordinate budget preparation and financial administration in accordance with reference (e) for all ship inactivations and vessel disposals for which funds have been provided.

(10) Program and budget for the inactivation, maintenance, and disposal of ships and conventionally powered submarines.

(11) Make recommendation to CNO (N43) for changes to inactive ship disposition status.

(12) Submit proposals for inspections of inactive ships under COMNAVSEASYSCOM responsibility to PRESINSURV.

(13) All costs and requirements associated with the storage, breakout, environmental remediation, and preparations of Navy vessels that are designated for use in a SINKEX or TARGETEX berthed at any NISMO, naval shipyard or MARAD site.

(14) Advertise the availability of vessels which have been placed in donation hold status.

(15) Coordinating with the Navy Curator for removal of designated items as described in enclosure (4).

(16) Coordinate fleet requests for the use of vessels in SINKEXs or TARGETEXs with CNO (N43).

g. Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUPSYSCOM)

(1) Take custody and redistribute as appropriate those items that are returned to the supply system in accordance with enclosure (3).

(2) Collect ship’s presentation silver and hold in vault storage for safekeeping.

h. Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWARSYSCOM). SPAWARSYSCOM is responsible for collecting and redistributing Navy Tactical Command Support System equipment in accordance with enclosure (3).

i. Fleet Commanders in Chief (FLTCINCs)

(1) Ships designated for decommissioning remain in commission under the FLTCINC’s control until transfer of custody to COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(2) Establish standdown and decommissioning dates within the approved Fiscal Year. 

(3) Oversee the execution and planning of ship inactivations in accordance with reference (f). 

(4) Execute established policy and procedures for the removal of equipment from vessels programmed for decommissioning.

(5) Coordinate towing requirements in accordance with Naval Ship Technical Manual (NSTM), Chapter 050.

(6) Budget and provide funding for: 

(a) Vessel and craft tows.

(b) Ship preparation in support of SINKEX requirements.

(c) Ship decommissioning ceremonies.

(d) Duty crew berthing, messing facilities and support during inactivation availabilities.

(7) Coordinating with the Navy Curator for removal of designated items as described in enclosure (4).

(8) Transfer custody of the ship to COMNAVSEASYSCOM custody.

j. MSC

(1) Support SDR process.

(2) Establish standdown dates within the approved Fiscal Year. Ships remain in under MSC’s control until transfer of custody to COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

(3) Oversee the execution and planning of ship inactivations.

(4) Budget and program funds in coordination with platform sponsors, and plan requirements for inactivation including:

(a) Towing preparations.

(b) Towing.

(c) First-year maintenance costs.

(d) Other costs associated with movement of the ship in support of arrival or removal from their storage site.

(5) Inform the CNO and Navy Curator of planned decommissioning dates and actions.

DEFINITIONS AND ACRONYMS
1. Definitions. 

Cannibalization. Controlled equipment removal for reutilization in response to a Navy Casualty Report or other urgent need. The act of removing serviceable parts from one item of equipment in order to install them on another item of equipment.



Custodian.
 The organization that is responsible for the safe storage of decommissioned and inactive vessels and craft that are either awaiting disposal or are to be retained as defined by this instruction. Custodial responsibilities are normally assigned by the CNO to either COMNAVSEASYSCOM or to a FLTCINC, and is then further delegated to a NISMO or a Type Commander.

Deactivation. The process by which a ship is prepared for decom​missioning and for eventual disposition, i.e., mobilization, foreign military sale, disposal, etc. This term is often used interchangeably with inactivation.

Decommissioning. Removal of a commissioned U.S. Navy ship from active status.

Full Inactivation. Full Inactivation is a standard inactivation which includes pre-inactivation ship overhaul and drydocking.

Hot Ship Transfer. Transfer of a ship to a foreign government in which the foreign government accepts a ship coincident with the decommissioning of the ship from the U.S. Navy.

Inactivation. The process by which a ship is prepared for decom​missioning and for eventual disposition of the ship, i.e., mobilization, foreign military sale, disposal, etc. This term is often used interchangeably with deactivation. 

Inactive Fleet. The total population of ships and service craft that have been decommissioned, inactivated, or placed out of service and are under the custody of COMNAVSEASYSCOM.

Inactive Vessel. Any ship or service craft that has been decom​missioned, inactivated, or placed out of service.

Industrial Assistance. Work performed by a naval shipyard, private contractor, or special labor force with tools, equipment, and back-up facilities normal​ly associated with the marine repair or construction industry. This may also include supplemental labor and/or technical service beyond the normal capability of a non-industrial activity.

Inventory Manager (IM). A systems command, bureau, or inventory control point which exercises inventory control over a particular category of material. 

Logistics Support Asset (LSA). An inactivated vessel which is utilized as a primary means of cannibalization or IM support. Cannibalization from such vessels is authorized without replace​ment.

Maritime Administration (MARAD). An agency of the U.S. Department of Transportation, responsible, in part, for the disposal of all merchant convertible ships of 1500 gross tons or greater.
Merchant Convertible. A vessel that can be modified for economically viable merchant use as determined by MARAD.

National Defense Reserve Fleet (NDRF). An inactive reserve source of ships that could be activated to meet the shipping requirements of the United States during national emergencies. The NDRF consists of dry cargo vessels, tankers, military auxiliaries, and other ship types. Vessels are either owned by MARAD, or held for other U.S. governmental agencies on a reimbursable basis. The NDRF is maintained by MARAD.

Platform Sponsor. The  organization within the office of the CNO responsible for specific ship types in fulfillment of assigned warfare requirements and programs.

Retention Asset. A vessel designated by CNO as a potential future mobilization asset. Ships designated for Foreign Military Lease are technically retention assets pending transfer or other disposition.

Safe Stowage. The inactivation of a ship in which the material condition must stay above minimum levels such that environmental compliance and safety of storage shall not be jeopardized. Safe Stowage inactivation is performed on vessels that are to be removed from the Navy inventory and therefore is intended to accomplish that work required to make the vessel safe for storage. 

Sinking Exercise (SINKEX). A training operation that results in the planned sinking of a vessel.

Standdown. The period of time after a ship shifts from operational status, prior to decommissioning, during which the the inactivation process normally commences.

Standard Inactivation. The inactivation of a ship in which the equipment are preserved in order to prevent long-term degradation and to maintain its condition at decommissioning.This method is normally accomplished on vessels designated for retention. 

Strike. The declaration by the SECNAV that a ship or service craft is to be removed from the NVR.

Type Commander. An administrative subdivision of a fleet or force into ships or units of the same type, as differentiated from a tactical subdivision. Type Commanders are responsible for ensuring that ships have the required manpower, equipment, maintenance, training, and material needed to perform their missions. Type commanders are ships’ custodians prior to decommissioning.

As per NAVSUP 2010 Chapter 5, the definitions of Equipage and Equipment:

Equipage. An item that requires management control afloat due to high unit cost, vulnerability to pilferage, and/or being essential to the ship’s mission. It does not encompass installed mechanical, electrical, ordnance, or electronic components or systems. The allowed quantity of equipage items can be and is determined on an individual ship basis. Examples include: Lines, firearms, anchor chain, gas masks, copy machines, etc.
Equipment. Any functional unit of hull, mechanical, electrical, ordnance, or electronic type material which is identified by a component identification number (CID), numerical control code (NCC) allowance parts list (APL) or similar designation or is operated as a component of a system or subsystem that is. Examples include: Pumps, radars, guns, ovens, etc.
